Paint/Stains and Empty Cans

Paint must be in its original container, tightly sealed,
with readable labels. Empty paint cans are accepted,
no lid required. Household and aerosol paints and
stains are accepted year-round.

(Fats, Oils, Grease)

mayonnaise, batters, nut butters (peanut, almond,
cashew, etc.) and heavy cream. Materials must be
sealed in a container for drop off.
